Annexes Armando Ismael Nufiez Vallenilla

El Adagio para cuerdas (1938), de Samuel Barber, es sin duda una de las piezas
de camara mas conocidas del siglo pasado. Esta obra, en realidad, se trata de
una version para orquesta del segundo movimiento de su Cuarteto de cuerdas
N°T en Si menor, que habia compuesto dos afios antes. Barber la compuso poco
después de ingresar en la prestigiosa American Academy of Arts and Letters, y fue
Arturo Toscanini quien le sugirié que hiciera una nueva transcripcion del Adagio.
A principios de 1938, Barber envié a Toscanini la partitura modificada, pero este
se la devolvio sin ningun comentario, lo que molestd al autor. Sin embargo, el
director argumentd no solo que la habia memorizado, sino que la estrenaria al
cabo de unos meses. El 5 de noviembre de ese mismo afio, Toscanini la estrend
junto a la Orquesta Sinfénica de la NBC. El éxito fue inmediato y Barber logré que
su obra anterior también fuera interpretada, asf como que sus composiciones
siguientes —muUsica de camara, 6peras y obras corales— fueran recibidas con
interés y respeto. El Adagio para cuerdas es recordado, entre otras razones,
porque acompafid el anuncio radiofonico en el que se leyd el comunicado de
defuncién del presidente de los Estados Unidos Franklin D. Roosevelt, en abril de
1945, también sirvié de fondo musical a la informacion radiofénica que anuncié
a los estadounidenses el asesinato de John F. Kennedy, en noviembre de 1963y
décadas después fue interpretada durante la ceremonia que rindié homenaje a
las victimas del atentado del 11 de septiembre de 2001, en Nueva York.

Ravel compuso Tzigane, rapsodia para violin y orquesta en abril de 1924,
mientras trabajaba sobre la partitura de E/ nifio y los sortilegios. La primera
audicion de esta obra estuvo a cargo de la violinista hdngara Jelly d”Aranyi -a
quien Ravel la habia dedicado-y el pianista Henry Gil-Marcheix, en Londres, el 26
de abril de 1924. La version para violin y orquesta se escucho por primera vez en
Parfs a finales de 1924, en el marco de los Conciertos Colonne, interpretada por
la misma violinista. El acompafiamiento orquestal, muy transparente, en el estilo
de la musica de camara, hace destacar magnificamente al solista, que aparece
mas expuesto pero que conserva un aire improvisatorio.

Tzigane fue descrita por Ravel como “una pieza en el estilo de la rapsodia hingara”
y, efectivamente, el compositor empled elementos de musica gitana auténtica y
del estilo hongrois orientalizado, cercano a la musica clasica desde los dfas de
Haydn. Tzigane o tsigane, derivado del hingaro, es la palabra francesa para
“gitano”. La obra comienza con una larga cadencia solista que introduce varios
de los temas desarrollados en la brillante seccién rapida que continda. El violin
es el instrumento predilecto de los gitanos y Ravel captura el estilo rapsédico y
urgentemente expresivo de estos fantasticos musicos.

Schumann, compositor aleman del periodo romantico, escribié cuatro sinfonias.
La primera de ellas es la Sinfonia N° 1 en Si bemol Mayor, “Primavera”, Op.38,
inspirada por un poema de Bottger, cuyo ultimo verso dice: “En el valle florece
la primavera”. Originalmente, Schumann le puso titulo a cada uno de los cuatro
movimientos de la obra, tal como lo habfa hecho Beethoven en su Sinfonia pastoral,
pero al final decidié quitérselos, ya que no deseaba que fuera considerada como
musica programatica.
